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Distinguished Delegates, Ladies and Gentlemen! 

Let me express my gratitude to the people of Denmark, the President of Conference of the 
Parties, for warm hospitality and excellent organization of our work during two weeks of our 
intense negotiations. 

Kazakhstan strongly supports the global goal in combating climate change - not to increase 
the temperature above 2 degrees Celsius. 

In order to achieve this goal all countries should take the real steps and put their maximum 
efforts in reducing their CO2 emissions. 

As early as in 1999 Kazakhstan has pioneered to take voluntary commitments even not being 
the Annex I Party to the Convention. 

The next contribution of Kazakhstan is to reduce its emissions by 15% by 2020 and by 
25% by 2050. 

Furthermore, our President, Nursultan Nazarbayev, stated a new objective that the robust 
economic growth should be based on a low carbon sustainable economy. 

Additionally, the State Program named "Zhassyl Damu - green growth" was adopted. In this 
regard, Kazakhstan is ready to co-operate with the Green Fund created on this Conference 
by Australia, Great Britain, Mexico and Norway. 

Kazakhstan is harmonising its national ecological legislation with the international rules. 

Kazakhstan has proposed to the international community to include it into Annex B of the 
Kyoto Protocol. However, our proposal was postponed to the next year. 

Loss of one year of the Kyoto period means for us the loss of 30% of time in harmonisation of 
our national legislation. 

Though, I would like to thank you that you found an opportunity to consider our item 
requesting to be included into the Annex B of the Kyoto Protocol having the huge volume of 
work here and hard negotiations. 

In conclusion let me propose: the countries must adopt the comprehensive decision here, 
today, in Copenhagen. The experience of Kazakhstan demonstrates that the voluntary 
quantitative obligations are the responsibility of each country for climate on the planet. 

A formula is very simple - the countries will receive practical incentives in frames of the Kyoto 
and beyond only through eliminating the numerous obstacles for access to technologies and 
investments.
