SPEECH OF DR. SERIKBEK ZH. DAUKEEV, 
MINISTER OF NATURAL RESOURCES AND 

ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION 

AT THE 5-TH CONFERENCE OF PARTIES TO THE UN 
FRAMEWORK CONVENTION ON CLIMATE CHANGE 

Mr. Chairman, 
Your Excellency, 

BONN, NOVEMBER 2, 1999 

Dear Ladies and Gentlemen, 

Realizing the global significance of the discussed problem, 

Kazakhstan supports association of efforts of all countries of the world to 

avoid dangerous interference with global climate. I would like to note, 

that the purposes of the United Nations Framework Convention on 

Climate Change are priorities in our National Strategy of Development 

through the year 2030. 

National net-emissions of greenhouse gases in Kazakhstan 

amounted to 352 million tons of CO2-equivalent in 1990. Until 1992 

they were practically the same, then they decreased, and at present we 

have, approximately, 65 % of the 1990 level. Kazakhstan is interested in 

the growth of its economic potential. The socio-economic losses during 

the last few years of economic depression were significant. However, the 

general purposes of the global community are very important for us. We 

are worried how to minimize the expected growth of greenhouse gas 

emissions. And it will depend on effectiveness of all in fulfilling their 

commitments, and also on the prompt coming into force the Kyoto 

Protocol. For us, we choose the way which we announced publicly in 

Kyoto and Buenos Aires

Implementing our obligations under the Convention, Kazakhstan 

moves consistently and purposefully. In November 1998 at the Fourth 

Conference of the UNFCCC, the Republic of Kazakhstan presented its 

First National Communication. In March of this year we signed the Kyoto 

Protocol; in April we communicated our intention to join Annex I of the 

Framework Convention. At the present time, we have started the process 

of ratification of the Kyoto Protocol. The rationale for active position on 

the part of the Republic of Kazakhstan is the seriousness of ecological 

problems, which create obstacles for sustainable development of the 

country. 

The necessity of a solution demands to these problem demands we 

create insuperable barriers to out-of-date technologies. We are aware of 

possible difficulties and negative consequences to our. It is a risk, which 

should be taken into account and overcome. 

Kazakhstan considers, that to reach the ultimate goal of the UN 

Framework Convention, it is necessary to begin mobilizing internal 

resources for introduction of clean technologies now. Besides, we 

understand, that structural reorganization and transition for countries 

which face the creation of institutional capacity and the coordination of 

our domestic efforts are the main tasks. 

The problem of climate change requires the of world community to 

act together, as inhabitants of the common house which is Planet Earth. 

In our opinion it is necessary to shift activity from a political level to a 

plane of concrete actions and tangible projects. The Republic of 

Kazakhstan calls on all the Parties to the Convention to take action, and 

is ready to make its own contribution to solve this global problem.
