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Throughout 2003 the international community paid very close attention to the issue of 
entry into force of the Kyoto Protocol which now depends on the Russian ratification. 

This is highly symbolic because, according to the report by the UNFCCC secretariat, 
aggregate emissions of greenhouse gases in Russia have decreased by 38.3 per cent whereas 
in Annex II countries they have increased by 7 .5 per cent. That means that Russia has 
contributed significantly to the achievement of the main objective of the Convention. We 
have also fulfilled our obligations under Article 4.2 (a) of the Convention by reducing 
greenhouse gas emissions in 2000 compared to their 1990 levels which in essence means that 
we have compensated their increase in a number of other countries. 

After the signature of the Kyoto Protocol, there was a certain hope that the utilization 
of the Kyoto mechanisms could be economically advantageous. It becomes clear now that 
our hopes were illusionary. The real effective mechanisms for joint implementation projects 
in the framework of the Kyoto Protocol not only remain unimplemented, but moreover they 
are not even being discussed. 

The lack of clear and specific guidance on the realization of the joint implementation 
projects which should have been developed as a follow up to the Marrakech Accords make 
the concepts of the Kyoto Protocol not very attractive for our industry as well as for potential 
domestic and foreign investors. 

At the same time, the attempts to put into the Protocol legal sanctions or penalties 
transform the Protocol from an international treaty into a business contract clinching a deal 
under unfavourable conditions. 

This and a number of other obligations have significantly changed the conditions 
under which we could possibly participate in the Kyoto Protocol in its present form. 

It is necessary to continue negotiations to find solutions which would be more 
acceptable to countries that have already undertaken commitments to reduce the emissions. 
We believe it is important to initiate a prompt start for joint implementation projects having 
developed the required documentation and having created the required structures. We believe 
we need to significantly simplify the procedures for implementation of the Kyoto 
mechanisms. 

Taking into account that a number of important decisions relating to future action, 
which are now being prepared, could have quite onerous economic consequences for many 
countries, we propose, based on the IPCC TAR, to include in a COP 9 decision a provision 
requiring scientific justification of decisions being taken in the negotiations process taking 
into account available scientific information. Failure to do so could lead not only to an 
increase of an economic burden for a number of countries, but also to significant, direct 
economic losses. 



Finally, I would like to quote President Putin of the Russian Federation who recently 
said that: "We will work with our partners around the world on a resolution of these complex 
problems (in the climate change area) with due responsibility .. . We should understand to 
what extent our steps are justified, correct and reasonable, and assess to what results they 
would lead, taking into account the goals that we establish for ourselves. In the course of this 
negotiation process, we hope that Russia will not be the centre of everybody's attention and 
that it will not be treated as a cow that the whole world would milk in an attempt to resolve 
its problems. We want to resolve them, but we want to ensure that we approach these 
problems in a fair manner." 

The process of consideration of the issue ofratification of the Kyoto Protocol in 
Russia at present is based on these principles. Thank you for your attention.
