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Honorable Madam President!
Ladies and Gentlemen!

Let me express our sincere gratitude to the Government and
the People of the Republic of South Africa for very warm hospitality
provided and excellent organization of this conference.

Climate change continues to take the overriding environmental
challenge of the 21°% century. The negotiation process undergoing
the decades already, irrespective of the significant progress doesn'’t
lead us to the effective implementation of the Convention’s ultimate
objective. The Kyoto Protocol — so constructed legal document — is
not approaching to tangible reduction of physical parameters
influencing to the climate change mitigation. Completion of its first
commitment period creates a system of uncertainty of legal
responsibility of countries for realization of the Convention’s goal.

Kazakhstan from the very beginning of this process associates
itself as the country ready for active participation in mitigating global
warming. Our country has adopted a strategic way towards low
carbon development. At the national level a number of legal
documents have been adopted to support energy efficiency, energy
saving, renewable energy sources development. The concept of
Strategy for Low Emission Development has been elaborated, which
will obviously transform all development plans of the country and the
national legislation infrastructure as well.

Following the Marrakesh conclusion and other decisions
adopted by the Conference of Parties related to Kazakhstan, we
took voluntary quantified obligation for the first commitment period
which we meet with success. We have taken targets further, which
mean that our pledges are reflected in the Copenhagen Accord:
long-term commitment to reduce GHG emissions to 15% by 2020
and 25% by 2050.

The country submits annually the national GHG inventory report
including CRF according to the requirements for Annex 1 countries
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to the Secretariat. Recently this report was reviewed by the
international expert review team.

The national system of monitoring and reporting is under
development in the country. Also we are setting up the state registry
of carbon units.

The Parliament has adopted legislation which allows establishing
the domestic carbon cap and trade scheme with a perspective to
integrate and interact with available international carbon markets.

At this conference Kazakhstan continues its negotiation on
amending Annex B to the Kyoto Protocol. Identification of its legal
status under the protocol will certainly promote opportunities in
establishing and updating national legislation in terms of rational
natural resources use. Reduction of greenhouse gas emissions and
climate change mitigation measures should become overriding
priorities towards our environmental actions. Unfortunately, we are
meeting here strange opposition towards our proposal. Thus, having
used all opportunities and having exhausted all efforts for achieving
consensus we submitted a statement for voting at the Meeting of
Parties.

Kazakhstan is actively participating in international efforts
focused on global processes of environment protection and climate
change combat. Kazakhstan’s role is easily recognized by its efforts
towards nuclear weapons non-proliferation, after-effects removal of
global ecological calamities including on its own territory: the Aral
Sea downfall, nuclear tests in Semipalatinsk area. A Global Energy
and Environmental Initiative of Kazakhstan is aimed at providing
sustainable development of the world energy sector and its impact to
the environment and climate. We are undertaking considerable
efforts for creating sustainable and effective channels for technology
transfer from the developed to developing countries. The “Green
Bridge” Partnership Program was adopted at the Ministries’ Forum of
Asia and Europe. We are decisively oriented to its implementation
and call other parties to join this initiative. We strongly believe that
the common success is accumulated based on every effort applied
by every country. Kazakhstan acknowledges its responsibility in this!
