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Your Excellency, Mr. President!
Distinguished Delegates!

On behalf of the Republic of Kazakhstan let me express our
gratitude to the Government and People of Qatar for the warm hospitality
and splendid organization of the conference.

Today the world community is facing challenges of deepening
implications of global energy security and increasing threat of adverse
effects of climate change on the planetary scale. A package of measures
by All is needed to be undertaken in order to avoid irreversible climate
consequences. Most important of them in our view is a transition from a
"brown" economy to a low carbon development and "green" economy.
This transition, on one hand, will allow to reduce negative influence by
reduction of greenhouse gas emissions, and on the other - strongly
improve competitiveness of the economy by diminishing dependence on
carbon raw materials. Limitation or reduction of greenhouse gases
emissions — an issue of interaction of all systems of the economy, both at
local and global levels. The international community is undertaking
measures to prevent an increase in the average temperature by more
than 2 degrees. The Kyoto Protocol — structured legal document, doesn't
lead to notable decrease in the physical parameters influencing mitigation
efforts, especially with limited participation of the countries.

Kazakhstan from the very beginning of the process positioned itself
as a country willing to actively participate in actions on global warming
combat. Our country fully recognizes the urgency for regulation and
limitation of greenhouse gases emissions. The country defined for itself a
strategic way of "green", low-carbon development. At the national level a
legislation is adopted in support for energy efficiency, energy saving, and
development of renewable energy. The Government has approved the
domestic emission trading system to be launched in 2013 in the country.
The domestic ETS, in our opinion, will promote the attraction of advanced
and the most effective environmental technologies to Kazakhstan. These
technologies will support implementation of national plans on the
innovative industrial development of the economy.

Being guided by the Marrakesh conclusion on Kazakhstan and
other decisions adopted by Conference of the Parties, we made

proposals on quantitative reduction o

f greenhouse gases emissions in




frames of the Kyoto Protocol. Our long-term goal to reduce greenhouse
gas emissions by 25% till 2050 is also set.

The national inventory of greenhouse gas emissions as of Annex 1
Party is submitted to the UNFCCC Secretariat on the annual basis. The
international expert team has been reviewing our national GHG inventory
report for three years.

The national system on MRV is being created and the state registry
is under development.

In 2013 the domestic emission trading system with one year of pilot
phase will start working and its linking with regional and international
carbon markets is envisaged in the near future.

Kazakhstan goes much further beyond limitations of today's
agreements. By the President’s commission we started the development
of a long-term strategy of transition to a "green economy". First of all, it
means that we are planning to considerably decrease carbon and energy
intensities of all economy sectors.

Transition to a "green economy" will mean changes in all directions:

In energy sector, which today is provided by 90% with coal,
considerable diversification of types of energy will be carried out:
gasification and renewable energy will become its key elements.
Considerable changes will be undergone in efficiency of energy
consumption, particularly in the heating sector.

In the transport sector we plan to increase the use of gas and
electricity.

In agriculture local energy sources, particularly renewables will be
developed.

We are planning to re-equip the industry and municipal sector with
new high-tech devices and facilities.

All this will be implemented under conditions of annual economy
growth by 7% of GDP.

Economic growth will be accompanied by simultaneous improvement
of life quality of the population.

Definition of the legal status within the Protocol will facilitate
Kazakhstan to improve the national legislation regarding the rational
environmental management. Reduction of greenhouse gas emissions and




climate change mitigation activities have to become the main incentive of
our environmental actions.

The role of Kazakhstan in the struggle of non-proliferation of the
nuclear weapon, elimination of consequences of global environmental
calamities, including on its territory: the Aral Sea disaster, nuclear tests in
Semipalatinsk, are well known. Astana initiative "Green Bridge"
Partnership Program is reflected in the RIO+20 outcome. We are making
considerable efforts for establishing sustainable and effective channels to
transfer technologies from the developed countries to the developing.
Recent decision on Astana to host an international EXPO 2017 exhibition
is a great achievement. We believe that common success is built by
efforts made by each country. Kazakhstan recognizing its responsibility
intends to enhance practical actions towards climate change mitigation!
